Quote From Author Carl David:

“My first foray into writing was in college in the school newspaper when I had a grudge about the disgusting food quality. The article was pretty funny but scathing so they wouldn't let me sign it.

My next work was an article in the American Art Review in May 1978, about Martha Walter, an American impressionist artist, whose estate we represented. In 1981 I authored, "Collecting & Care of Fine Art" published by Crown in New York. It revealed the truths about the art market and separated them from the hype which was so widespread. It was a factual expose for which I received significant flack from many colleagues, but someone had to tell the truth and protect the collectors.

My latest book, "Bader Field" has just been released by Nightengale Press. It is a heart tugging memoir about my father, Samuel David, the legendary art dealer whose life was taken way too early, and how my brother and I had to step into the front lines of the third generation family business to live out his dream, all the while trying to survive emotionally after the devastating loss of our brother only eight years earlier. The book is a journey of love, forgiveness and acceptance which begins at Bader Field (in Atlantic City), the oldest airfield in the country, the last place I saw my father.

It is my hope that "Bader Field" will help those who have had less than ideal fathers growing up to break the chain of negative influence and become much better fathers themselves when it is their turn to assume the role. An even greater aspiration for me is that this book reach deep into the mind of anyone who is contemplating taking their life and show them that they are not alone, that there is always another answer, another way, no matter what. Those so desperate need to know that they don't just destroy themselves, but everyone around them as well; their family, friends and acquaintances. I pray that my perilous journey through those darkest days will bring light and hope to anyone on that final path, and draw them back.

Accomplishments: Reader Views Award 2008/2009 for ‘Bader Field’”

Q: What makes you proud to be a writer from Philadelphia, PA USA?

A: My latest book, "Bader Field" (Nightengale Press, 2008) began as homage to my father, my hero, Samuel David, the legendary art dealer whose life was cut short by a major coronary at the young age of 58. As the book developed, a greater purpose emerged. The fabric of our family was woven with the tragic loss of one of my older brothers to suicide. Bruce, at the tender age of twenty-two took his own life leaving behind a trail of horror and devastation. No note, no clues, completely shocking our idyllic 1960's American family with a permanently unresolved question as to why. Although the reason matters not, for it wouldn't bring him back, it would perhaps have offered some insight and understanding, albeit little comprehension or solace.

I recognized my need to open a wide reaching dialogue, showing the realistic nightmare of suicide, having lived through it. As a survivor, I am on a dedicated mission to lift the veil of shame that protects this violent act and lets it thrive. Suicide is a leading killer of children and it needs to be stopped. Pre-teens, teens and young adults who are most vulnerable, need to know that if they are on that last edge of desperation, that there is help for them. They are not alone, there is love and light and always a better way. They do not come back. Taking one's life is a permanent solution to a temporary situation. The wake of pain and suffering that it leaves upon family members and friends is something that needs to be seen and understood for perhaps that in itself might be a life saving measure. More than a million people a year take their lives. I am working tirelessly to have "Bader Field" made in to a movie. As a film or documentary I feel quite strongly that the impact would be dramatic and long lasting and would awaken and rally the world to this cause. Books are inspiring and effective; movies and documentaries are far more powerful and influential.

Q: What or who inspired you to become a writer?

A: The horrific family trauma of my brother's suicide planted the seed for my story to be told.

Q: When did you begin writing with the intention of becoming published?

A: This book really began in the 1970's after the sudden, premature shocking death of my father at age 58. I knew I had to get this story out there.

Q: Did your environment or upbringing play a major role in your writing and why?

A: I never really had any aspiration to be a writer until I was in my senior year at college and had a gripe with the cafeteria food. That was my first foray into the world of writing. My next work was "Collecting & Care Of Fine Art" (Crown, 1981) which I wrote to clarify the mysterious workings of the art market, having been raised in it and being the third generation of Fine Art Dealers in our family owned and operated business.

Q: Do you come up with your title (s) before or after you write the manuscript (s)?

A: The title came to me near the end of the book's development. "Bader Field" was the last place I saw my father and that is where the story begins so it seemed perfect.

Q: Tell us why you write the genre (s) that you write?

A: So far, I have written non-fiction because I am by nature a truth teller. It just seems to happen that way, and in reality truth is stranger than fiction. If i have a story to tell, it must be accurate, and credible but powerfully emotional. Knowing that there is no such thing as perfection, I still strive to reach for it in everything I do. Otherwise, what's the point? Mediocrity is not in my vocabulary, nor is it acceptable on an level. Do it right, or don't do it at all!

Q: Tell us your most rewarding experience while in the writing process?

A: Reliving the good times and being able to pay it forward to help others who have walked my path. Even more so to prevent anyone from taking their life by portraying the horror that such an act has on the surviving families.

Q: Tell us your most negative experience while in the writing process?

A: Reliving the pain as I delved back into those darkest days of my life. The emotional abyss draws you in like a black hole with no way back out. It required an immense effort and strength to stay focused and not fall victim to the powerful haunts of the unconscious.

Q: Tell us your most rewarding experience in your publishing journey?

A: Dealing with Valerie Connelly of Nightengale Press. She "Got it" and saw the potential for this to be a great book with a serious and much needed message to be out there. She gave me an extraordinary editor (Yvonne Perry of "Writers in the Sky")who helped me to bring it to life by "Showing it" with dialogue not just telling it.

Q: Tell us your most negative experience in your publishing journey?

A: Initially the scores of rejections along the way over the years with the same pathetic commentary, "It's too personal."

Q: What one positive piece of advice would you give to other authors?

A: Never quit. If you have a book in your head and in your heart, work it until it is ready. Don't let anyone dissuade you from achieving your goals. It is a thought road but the journey is worthwhile.

Q: Who is your favorite author?

A: Too many to list but currently myself. Sorry but am feeling really good about Bader Field.

Q: What Format (s) are your books in: Print Only.....E-Book Only....or Both?

A: Print only at the moment.

Q: What special projects are you working on now and what books do we have to look forward to in the future?

A: I have written several articles recently and am now contemplating rewriting a book ("Waking Dreams") which I have had in the works for several years now. It is a compilation of episodes of synchronicity which have been so abundant in my life.There are several other books waiting in my subconscious. Not sure which will surface first but I have many on tap. I am a writer.

Q: Is there anything else that you would like to share with us?

A: I am working feverishly to have "Bader Field" become a documentary or movie as its impact would be far reaching and very well effective. My goal is to save lives; I am on a mission and I will not quit. This is not about ego or money, it is about paying it forward with the experience I have endured. If I can to do something of benefit to others with it, then I have failed and failure is not an option.
