Every step of the way he would file away little snippets of information to use in future stories, because 
all the time, he was determined to become a writer. 
 
Glenn moved to Spain about two years ago, looking to start a new life in the Sun! He had been working as a 
teacher in the UK for about 16 years. Things had changed quite a lot, paperwork and administrative duties were 
dominating every waking moment. Every day there was a new 'initiative' to incorporate, and this meant more 
plans to write down and submit, projections to make, outcomes to consider...it was just too much. Spain seemed 
to offer the hope of Glenn returning to what he love most in his work - teaching!  
 
Spain has given Glenn not only a great working environment, it has also given him the time to concentrate on his 
other great passion - writing!

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Jazzed About Blogging: 
Tips to Make Your Blog Work (Better) for You

Yay for blogs! 
 
Originally I wasn't crazy about them. I worried about the time they would take, but mostly I worried about the 
technical part of it. Now I know how much easier they are than building a Web site from scratch, I'm all over 
them. I have four active and semi-active ones. And I figure I’m the perfect one to you about them because 
sometimes the person who is new to an activity is in a better position to give even old-timers a fresh new take on 
a subject. So here goes: 
 
I like the blogspot.com because it’s easy and gives a writer lot of flexibility for links, lists, using images, and 
even connecting to Amazon associate sales. 
 
An advantage to a blogspot.com blog is that Google's search engine pays special attention to it. Immediately! 
 
Add flexibility to your blog by using HTML code from other sites. I've used some from Google’s Calendar 
feature. You’ll eventually find ways to feed your whole blog to other places. I let one of my blogs do double 
duty by feeding it to Amazon’s AuthorConnect™. That’s their word for an author profile. Find it at 
www.budurl.com/CarolynsAmazProfile. If you have a book for sale on Amazon, you should be using that 
feature. 

 
Don't bury your book or the fact that you are an author. Get that information up front and center on your blog. 
Blogs aren’t necessarily diaries as we’ve been told. I just replaced my picture with one of my book covers. 
Whatever you post in the position in your biography will appear on the blogs of others when you leave 
comments. Think of the possibilities here! 
 

�  Provide links to pages where visitors can buy your book(s). Visitors tend to be busy. They don't want to 
search; just give them a link and they're happy. 

�  Provide links to the blogs and sites you think your visitors will find valuable. You make friends. If they 
reciprocate, it helps your blog's exposure. 

�  Think tags and/or keywords. Put them in your title and consider them as you write your blog posts. 
�  Use RSS feeds to get people to subscribe to your blogs. Blogger now offers one in their gadgets that 

makes it even easier but you can also use services like Feedblitz. 
�  Do virtual tours and leave your blog address as part of the comments you make on others’ blogs. When 

you comment, contribute, don't just brag. Remember! If you blog on blogspot and leave messages on 
blogspot, your picture (book cover) appears there as your avatar! Too sweet! 

�  If you speak or do events Google's Calendar feature will save you tons of work, you enter an event once 
on Google and wherever paste the Google Calendar code--on your Web site you’re your blog, on 
Amazon--that new entry appears by Internet magic. 

�  I use the address for individual blog posts (permalinks) in my handouts when I teach. I use them for 
recommended reading lists for my Writers’ Program classes at UCLA. It’s a green way to do it (saves 
paper for UCLA) and I can keep the lists updated easily. Of course, one could do the same thing with 
one’s Web site. 

�  Let your different blogs--blogs focused on different but related subjects--interface with one another by 
linking to them. That drives traffic to each. 

�  If you don’t have a Web site yet you may find you can use your blog as a beginner’s site. Some authors 
don’t need intricate Web sites. They just need a great page where their book can be seen and they can 
interact with their readers.
