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Born in Kosciusko, Mississippi, in 1950, ������������	  finished high school in 
1968, later attended Mississippi State University and graduated in 1972 with a 
degree in landscape architecture. For sixteen years he was in private practice 
designing commercial and residential projects throughout Mississippi. In 1988, he 
joined his father’s highway construction firm.  
 
He lives with his wife Sherrie in their turn of the century colonial style home in the 
downtown historic district of Kosciusko. His handiwork is seen in the home’s 
beautiful New Orleans style courtyard surrounded by an eight-foot brick wall. They 
have three grown children, Corey, Megan and Logan, all of whom live in 
Mississippi.  
 
�������� ����	  began writing when he was in a rock band during his high 
school years. He discretely kept a detailed diary of the band’s performances and 
years later when the band reunited; he picked up his pen again and resumed 
writing.
