Self-Publish....What Does It Mean? 
 
Many authors aren't quite sure what self publishing means. The answer is simple. You do all the work. A company, such as 
Create Space provides the tools for you to turn your manuscript into a book, whether it be print, e-book or both. Here are some 
basic steps in self publishing: 
 
1. Once you're done with your manuscript, edited it, polished it, etc., and are ready to publish, it needs to be formatted. To do 
this you must first select a self publishing service and gather their requirements for putting your book into format to sell. Some 
will publish a book in a 6 x 9 size, others in 6.14 x 9.21, and so on. You will need to know those figures before you can format 
it to meet their specifications. (Formatting is where you format the manuscript so that it looks like the pages of a book, page by 
page. This will be the document that is printed.) All self publishing sites have a template you can download & copy and paste 
your text into for the size of book you want to print. 
 
2. Design a cover, cover photo, or have an idea in mind what you want your cover to look like. All self publishing sites have a 
cover design program that you can either upload a full PDF cover file, pictures for the front and back to make a cover, or 
design directly from their cover design program using the templates they provide. 
 
3. Your next step once you have your formatted manuscript is to upload your interior file and files to make your cover to the 
site that is going to publish your work. Begin by going to the site and opening an account. Choose your book size and then 
begin to upload your files. The text file will go into their program that creates the Print Ready PDF file necessary to print the 
interior pages of the book. The picture files you upload will go into their cover design program and you will be able to produce 
the Print-Ready PDF files necessary for printing your cover. 
 
*Note: The average program to produce a PDF file is not the required program for making a book's files printable. A Print 
Ready file must be put thru Adobe Acrobat & Distilled; or a similar or newer program that embeds your fonts and sets the dpi 
(dots per inch) necessary for printing. 
 
4. Now your files are PDF Print Ready. Choose your distribution package (this is very critical so that your book gets out there 
to as many distributors as possible. AND you can download a copy of those files for your own record. 
 
Self publishing means just that - you do it all yourself. You upload your files; you put them through their program that 
produces the print ready file. You order a copy and if meets your expectations you log back into the site and click on approve. 
Wah lah.... your book is now a reality.  
 
5. Check over the book once you get it for any additional changes and/or errors you should spot and re-upload the file when 
you are ready. DO NOT approve it for distribution until you are positive the book is exactly as you want it. 
 
Promotion: Whether you are self published or not, most all the promotion falls on you. You can hire PR Firms to help, but 
this can get expensive. Books In Sync, Author-Directory, Book-EBook Directory and Cold Coffee was created for the sole 
purpose of bringing extra online exposure to authors and their books using the power of four connected websites with six 
separate directories. Our goal is to bring readers and authors together, thereby boosting book sales and improving our authors' 
one-on-one relationship with their potential readers.

Publicist Partnering: What’s Best For Your Book by Carolyn Howard -Johnson  
 
If your name isn't King or Grisham or Roberts you've probably already figured out that you need to do 
a lot of publicity on your own because your publisher hasn't assigned a budget ample enough to shoot 
your book to stardom. That publicist can be you or someone else, but somebody's got to do it if you 
want your book to sell.  
 
But what if we don't have the time or expertise?  
 
We can learn to do it ourselves. After all, we are writers. We should be able to grasp the knack of how 
to write a release. But the best way to do it is to learn a lot about the marketing of books and then 
partner with expert publicists or people who can help you with specific projects like online book tours. 
And by partnering with them in a way that won’t eat up your advance or cost you more than you’re 
likely to make on your book. Here are some suggestions for preparing yourself to be the best publicity 
partner around: 

�  Join organizations like SPAN (Small Publishers of North America) (www.spannnet.org) where 
you’ll learn to understand the world of publishing from every angle—your, that of your publicist 
and that of your publisher. 

�  Subscribe to newsletters sent out my experts in the field of publishing. Dan Poynter, John 
Kremer, Penny C. Sansevieri, and one of my favorite publicity gurus Joan Stewart are all 
online resources for getting online information that isn’t rooted in myth and gossip. You’ll learn 
tons from my ‘Sharing With Writers Newsletter’, too. Subscribe by sending a SUBSCRIBE 
message to HoJoNews@aol.com. 

�  Take a class in public relations. The only way I know how to avoid drastic mistakes in 
choosing a class is to patronize your local college or attend writers’ conferences sponsored by 
universities. 

�  One of the most frugal ways to learn a new skill set is to read. Most of those who publish free 
newsletters like the ones I mentioned above also have books that will get you off on the right 
foot. Find mine at http://www.budurl.com/FrugalBkPromo 

 
The next question is; how do you find the best help  with publicity possible? 

�  Consider what you need and how much time you can put into it. Your budget may not 
accommodate a full-service publicist. You may not have the time to fully participate with all of 
those services. 

�  If that’s the case, consider people who will work with you piecemeal like Book In Sync. You 
may need an online book tour. It shouldn’t be too expensive to get help with that and when 
you do, many of the contacts you get from your service will become contacts for the life of 
your writing career. Or you may need help writing your first release so you can do it yourself. 
That kind of help is available, too. 

�  Before you hire anyone consider their Rolodex. I'm talking about is a Rolodex of personal, 
working relationships with editors, radio hosts, etc. What kind of publicity have they gotten for 
their other clients? AND those relationships must be—to a great extent—contacts who might 
have an interest in a project like yours. A book publicist who has had mostly experience with 
mystery writers, deals mostly with books stores that dedicate themselves to stories about 
crime, and has a huge file of names of reviewers interested in psycho/thrillers probably won't 
be able to do you much good if yours is a literary novel. 

�  As you have already guessed, you want someone who has clients similar to you. Check that 
out, but also check with the clients. Were they satisfied? If not, why not. Their expectations 
may have been different than yours. Further, if there were some gaps that you consider 
important, you may be able to negotiate with your newfound partner to include those services 
in the publicity package you are contracting for.
