Dear Mr. Graham:

Medstar Television holds the federally registered service mark and trademark (certificate
number 2,608,549) for Forensic Files. The mark has been diligently promoted by
Medstar on a national basis in connection with broadcast programs, an internet website,
and promotional materials. Because of the extensive and lengthy promotion by Medstar
of its name and service mark, that mark has become associated with the productions and
services of Medstar throughout the United States.

We have recently learned you are using our Forensic Files trademark on your website,
www.allamosa.com. This constitutes a direct infringement upon Medstar's federal
certificates of registration, as well as other federal statues, state statutes, and common law
rights. Accordingly, [ must ask that you immediately cease and desist use of the
Forensic Files service mark and trademark, and any variation thereof. If this is
acceptable, Medstar will forego any damage or infringement claims for past use of this
service mark or trademark by you.

You also have no right to use the CourtTV trademark or any variation thereof, and by
copy of this letter, we are referring that matter to CourtTV for disposition.

I would appreciate a response to this letter by the close of business on Wednesday,
December 10. In the absence of a response by that date, we will assume you are not
willing to cooperate in the amicable resolution of this matter. In that case, Medstar will
proceed to take the appropriate legal action it deems necessary to protect its rights.

Dear Ms Kolessar,

Thank you so much for your information about your federally registered service mark
and trademark. I'm sure your pride in it is well founded and many people associate it
with law enforcement.

I have been a longtime watcher of Forensic Files and up until “Private Thoughts”, the
Earl Bramblett program that aired, I had assumed that the programs were accurate and of
a documentary nature. As you must be aware, I no longer believe that to be true, and until
your letter of December 2, 2003 informing me of my rights, or lack thereof, to use the
Forensic Files service mark and trademark in my attempt to correct Medstar’s attempt to
demonize Earl Bramblett further and allow his murderers to bask in undeserved glory via
your program.

By your slanderous use of the very people, or, rather, some of them, many of the main
characters were missing; you have furthered the belief that Bramblett was the guilty party
that murdered the Hodges.

Dear Sir or Madam:
This letter is written on behalf of Affinity Internet, Inc. d/b/a HostSave (“Affinity”).

I am writing to inform you that Affinity has received a letter alleging that material on your site is
infringing another entity’s trademark (“Trademark notice”). The contact information for the entity
providing Affinity with the Trademark notice, and the allegedly infringing content, are set out at
attachment A. A copy of the Trademark notice is enclosed. Under the terms and conditions
goveming your account, you are prohibited from engaging in activities that violate the law.

Affinity understands that there are often two points of view about issues such as these.
Accordingly, Affinity would like to give you the opportunity to either: (i) voluntarily remove the
allegedly infringing content; or (ji) procure a court order directing Affinity to maintain the content.
If you choose not to remove the content, or procure a court order, Affinity will disable access to it.

Please let me know no later than fifteen calendar days from the date of this letter that you have
removed the content, or, in the altemative, forward to me a court order. If | do not hear from you
prior to the sixteenth day, access to the content will be disabled.
