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So you got a bad review... 
 
I was a newbie once myself. During my "green" period, I met another author (so he claimed) online on my publisher's 
forum. After a few initial "chats", we agreed to read each other's books (mine was published, his was still in manuscript 
format) and to write a review. We agreed we could use the reviews however we wished, despite the result of the review. 
Fair? I thought so. 
 
After reading his book, which I absolutely hated due to the nature of the content, I wrote him a sparkling review because 
though I hated the story, he wrote extremely well. Once I sent him my review, he asked me to post it in a couple of places, 
which I did. I still had no review from him, though. 
 
A couple of months later, and several emails back and forth, he finally wrote me back and his exact words were: I can't 
write you a review. Your book is terrible and you need to learn more about writing. And he went on and on and on. I was 
devastated. For one, the book was already published. 
 
My sister, who edited the book and is a former journalism teacher, was totally astounded when I sent her a copy of his 
email. She spent hours assuring me that the book was not only good, it was great and that the man was totally insane. She 
reminded me that "You are going to get good reviews and bad reviews. This man only wanted a review of his book and 
never intended to write you one." 
 
After receiving multiple good reviews of the same book, and many from people I had never met who just bought the book to 
read, I finally realized she was absolutely right. But I had almost given up writing because of that one man's stupidity. 
 
Moral of this story: Don't let one bad review discourage you from writing. Keep writing and learn from the review 
feedbacks to better your writing skills in the future. 
 
PS... The man is still on the internet and giving out bad advice. He still has not published even ONE of his manuscripts. I'm 
guessing due to the nature of the content, which is a wee bit frightening, if not sickening. The one I read was about a serial 
killer.
